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A Message from Rev. Borghardt 

ñAnd he said to them, óDonôt be alarmed, you seek Jesus of Nazareth who was crucified. He has risen!                              
He is not here! See the place where they laid Him.ò (St. Mark 16:6) 

 
In the Name of Jesus. Amen. Jesus Christ is risen from the dead! He is risen indeed! Alleluia! This isnôt a myth or a 
story. This isnôt a fable or a fairy tale told to you by your parents to make you eat your peas and not hit your brother. 
 
The Jesus who suffered under Pontius Pilate, Who died a terrible death on a Cross, actually rose again on the third 
day. He lives and will never ever die again. 
 
If this were a story, the witnesses would certainly sound better! The first witnesses of the resurrection would be 
singing hymns at the tomb instead of running away, scared. They would have Tweeted, ñWe knew Heôd rise from the 
dead like He said He would.ò 
 
Instead, because this actually happened and isnôt a story, St. Mark gives us the details, embarrassing as they are. The 
women had come to the tomb to prepare the dead Body of their Lord Jesus for final burial. The stone had been 
rolled away. He was gone! They were met by an angel who told them that the place to find Jesus wasnôt in a tomb. 
No, He had risen from the dead! 
 
They doubted. They didnôt believe. They left the tomb trembling and afraid and didnôt say anything to anyone. They 
lived that morning as if the universe hadnôt been changed by the death and resurrection of the Son of God. They 
lived as if Jesus was still dead. 
 
Leave your sins behind in the tomb. Turn from your doubts. Stop living as if Jesus is still dead. Repent of your sins. 
Really repent. Leave them in the tomb where Jesus used to be and is no longer. 
 
You used to be in that tomb and you are no longer there. The same Jesus who was crucified on Good Friday has 
been raised again from the dead. Heôs actually alive! 
 
The universe isnôt the same anymore. Your sins have been answered for by Him. You have been raised to new life in 
your Baptism. You live as surely as He lives. You will never die, for He will never die again. Heôs in heaven and 
youôre also in heaven now, by faith. And when He returns on the Last Day, youôll actually be there  
with Him. 
 
This is no myth. It isnôt a story. In fact, there is nothing more true in the world than the announcement: Jesus

2018 Church Operating Budget-  Pledges and additional contributions to designated funds 
are coming in.  Our church is very blessed by your cooperation and participation with the budget 
process.  We are actually ahead of budgeted income, but over budget as far as expenditures are 
concerned.  The over expenditures are mainly due to unplanned requirements involving the church 
staffing.  I expect expenditures to settle down by mid-year and stabilize.  If you have any committee 
budget questions, please see the respective committee chairperson.  A monthly update of how we 
are doing on the current year budget is always posted on the kitchen bulletin board. 
 

 
Electronic Giving-  The new webpage is up and is very nice.  Under the Online giving menu, 
there is a link going to VANCO online giving.  It is a very safe application and VANCO is used by 
some 23,000 churches.  Presently 6 families in our congregation use VANCO to automatically send 
Immanuel their pledged contributions.  You will be able to set up your user profile the first time, and 
then subsequent uses will be a quick procedure.  You can use the link to accomplish ongoing as 
well as sporadic donations.  Also, PayPal link  is operational.  Please keep in mind any software 
used by the church to accept funds, comes at a cost.  The costs are not excessive, but do come as 
a fee expense to the church.  The way that is cost free is a paper check, or your bank sending a 
payment to Immanuel.  This you can do by the Bill Pay function of your bank or your bank can set 
up a recurring donation check to the church using any timeline you desire.  This works very well 
with your yearly pledge.  If you have any questions on how to establish a cost-free donation/pledge 
to the church, please see Charlie Johnson 
 

 
Building Fund-  Again, the Building Fund is a recommended fund for any contributions you 
would like to make over and above your operating budget pledge.  Presently, we are using Building 
Fund contributions to pay extra principal on our church mortgage each month.  Your contributions 
have enabled the church to pay off the 15-year mortgage approximately 7 years early. I project 
payoff in 20 months.  Thank you all for supporting the additional principle payments each month by 
your additional contributions.
